Gabriel Campo, Cathedral Alumni class of 99, is the director of the Catholic Charities Archdiocesan   
Refugee Resettlement program and she has 50 refugees arriving unexpectedly from Africa  
(Sudan, Guinea and others) on Tuesday, February 2.  With apartments already lined up 
 for these individuals (and five families ranging from five to nine members), she is asking for our assistance in 
furnishing the apartments with the following needs:

Dear Cathedral family, 
 
My name is Rafael Smith, a '04 Cathedral grad. Since my graduation from 
Purdue in May '09 I have been working on a start-up company named the 
Über Shelter Project. We will be producing emergency shelters that 
provide more humane housing for victims of natural disaster and war. 
Over 38 million refugees and internally displaced people live in unsanitary, 
cramped places, and many of them have no place to call home at all.  Thousands more have lost their houses in 
natural disasters like those suffering in the recent earthquake in Haiti. 
Our mission is to drastically improve the quality of shelters used in 
disaster relief. 
 
We completed the first prototype shelter in November. Since then we 
have been applying for grants to obtain funding in order to continue 
development.  The Über Shelter was recently elected to the final round

All funds must be raised via the 
Unreasonable Institutes's online marketplace where the 42 finalist will be profiled. Our goal is to get 650 people 
to donate $10 each.

Class Service Projects: We are beginning the second decade with our good works that continually involve us in our

United Way Grants   Another grant cycle is available to Cathedral students who are interested in obtaining funds to 

support intriguing service outreach interests.  In order to prepare for United Way Youth As Resources grant deadlines in 

mid February, interested students and/or student groups should contact Mrs. Halstead for helpful development of their 

grant application and presentation tools.  Historically, Cathedral groups are successfully awarded grants each year totaling 

$10-$13,000.  The knowledge and funding gained by the grant application process is formative and invaluable as a tool 

for effective service outreach and student experience. 

Service Agency Spotlight of the Week:  Catholic Charities Refugee Resettlement 

This agency is led by Graciel Campos, class of 1999 Cathedral alum, whose agency assists 450 refugees annually in a 

resettlement program in Indianapolis.  Her agency receives notice of incoming refugees from the United States 

Conference of Catholic Bishops, who work with the United Nations in allocating incoming refugees. Refugees have often 

been persecuted in their own country due to religion, ethnicity, nationality or political viewpoints.  The model for the 

refugees program is the Holy Family as refugees in Egypt.  The goal of the resettlement program is self sufficiency.  Her 

budget receives $425 per individual from the Dept. of Heath and Human services.   Here is an interesting link regarding 

Bhutanese refugees.  A specific group of fifty refugees arrives from Africa on Feb. 2 whose needs we have been asked to 

help meet, as referenced earlier in this email. 

Marcos Puente and Rob Whitman are continuing the computer 

literacy work commenced by Dale Pedzinski with jump drives and computer instruction for the homeless at 

Horizon House.
