8) How long will orientation last for the freshman in resource? | believe that they only have some type of
orientation once a week now. However, parents were wondering if this time could be spent better now that
the kids have been in school for a longer period of time.
Concerning the Freshman Continued Orientation:
For the past several years it has been appathat when freshmen come to Cathedral, they are exposed to
a wide range of information that was presented to them on a-dasg orientation. This, after observing
many instances of freshmen not knowing what to do or where to go, or why do we do thistHedconcept
of Continued Orientation for them. Each week for nine weeks during the first grading quarter, the freshmen
are taken from their quiet study to learn more about the school. They are learning about service, spirituality,
history, tradition,assets, diversity, service learning, etc. This is new. In the past we placed freshmen in the
resource where they could play games, socialize, etc. Under this system we hope to get them off to studying
and creating a good GPA, as well as learn more abaitt ithool. As always we will evaluate after the
program ends. During the second quarter those freshmen who have earned a GPA of 2.0 or higher will be
placed in the resource with other students.
