Welcome Freshmen and Freshmen parents and Transfer Student Parents!  We will have two special activities for you during the next week.  
On Monday, August 9th, there will be a New Parent Coffee in the Auditorium from 8:00 – 9:00 a.m. given by the Mothers’ Club.  Dads are welcome, too! An optional Cardiac Screening is available for student-athletes grades 6 – 12. Wednesday, August 18, 5:00 – 8:00 p.m. As a service to you, Cathedral High School and Heart Partners of Indiana have partnered to offer a cardiac screening to student athletes grades 6 – 12. The screening will consist of an echocardiogram (echo) which is a safe, diagnostic and painless test that uses ultrasound to examine the heart. 
Echo provides a great deal of information regarding heart chamber size, chamber function and valvular motion and function. A cardiologist will be on-site to answer questions as well. A nominal fee of $20 will be charged for the screening. 
Our limited screening will take approximately 15 minutes with emphasis to rule out the 
major cardiac conditions that can affect young athletes such as: 
Marfan Syndrome 
Mitral Valve Prolapse 
Aortic Stenosis 
Hypertrophic Obstructive Cardiomyopathy (HOCM)

New Immunizations required by State of Indiana for students in grades 9 – 12.
After August, 2010 every child in Indiana who enters grade 9 – 12 shall be immunized against pertussis with booster shots (TdaP) for all 11-12 year old children.  This is a change in the law (410 IAC 1-1-1) as well as two additional immunizations required for students in grades 6 – 12.  They are 1 dose of meningococcal conjugate vaccine (MCV4) and a second dose of varicella (chickenpox) vaccine.  We have added the minimum immunization requirement for your review.  All shot records must be updated and current in the student file at his or her school.

The meditation for today is taken from the first reading of the day (Jeremiah 31:3).
“With age-old love, I have loved you; so I have kept my mercy toward you.” 

Jeremiah lived through tumultuous times. He saw empires rise and fall. He saw good and bad kings reign. He saw times when he was deeply revered and times when he was hated and scorned. And through all of it, he labored to bring God’s word to the people. Sadly, very few listened to him.

Imagine how devastating it must have been for Jeremiah to see his beloved Jerusalem overrun by the Babylonian army, the Temple desecrated and burnt to the ground, and so many of his countrymen—friends and enemies alike—taken into exile as captives.

But curiously enough, Jeremiah did not respond with words of despair. He didn’t even affirm God’s judgment on Jerusalem’s sin. Instead, Jeremiah began delivering prophecies of hope and consolation, messages filled with God’s love and compassion for his people’s sufferings. Just at their lowest point, when the people thought God had abandoned them, God proved that his mercy and love are stronger than any darkness—even the darkness of the human heart.

This is the wonder of our God. He never abandons us. His mercy is everlasting, and his compassion is deeper than the ocean. Even when we have brought something upon ourselves through selfishness or irresponsibility, our Father stands by us, offering us not only his wise correction but his healing, his love, and his affirmation. Unfortunately, sometimes we lose sight of this truth and let our sins and failings convince us not to try to turn to God for his help and guidance.

Don’t let that happen! Today’s first reading offers us an excellent opportunity to reach out to the Lord and get a taste of his mercy. So take the time today to immerse yourself in these words of compassion. Let the Lord use them to speak to you right here and right now. Even if you are not facing anything particularly challenging, know that he is with you, ready to fill you with all the love and grace you need for the day ahead.
